With Memorial Day coming up, why not try:

Red, & Blue Parfaits
Prep Time: 10 min :__:f_; 3
Total Time: 4 hr 10 min =
Serves: 8

Ingredients

2 cups boiling water, divided

1 pkg. (4-serving size) Jello Brand Gelatin, any red flavor

1 pkg. (4-serving size) Jello Brand Berry Blue Flavor Gelatin
2 cups cold water, divided

1 tub (8 0z.) COOL WHIP Whipped Topping, thawed

STIR 1 cup boiling water into each flavor gelatin in separate bowls at least 2 minutes until completely dissolved. Stir 1 cup cold water
into each bowl. Pour into separate 8-inch square pans.

Preparation

REFRIGERATE 4 hours or until firm. Cut each pan into 1/2-inch cubes. Layer alternating flavors of gelatin cubes and whipped topping
into 8 dessert glasses.
